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Float homeowners and occupants should use this form to assist them in fire safety planning for upgrading
their facilities to meet municipal standards.

This form is a guide to the fire safety need for the type of facilities particular to the float home
environment.

Check the appropriate box (YES/NO) if “NO” then schedule a date for completion and check the
completed box. When your plan is finalized (date schedule for completion) contact Delta Fire &
Emergency Services at 604-946-8541 for scheduling a Fire Inspection and to assist you in your Fire
Safety Planning. Remember to schedule a reasonable time for complete for the required task.

YES | Do you have maintenance records on the inspections of the
extinguishers?
